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ENVIRONMENT, HEALTH AND SAFETY (“EHS”) POLICY
l. Commitment

community, prevent pollution, manage waste and conserve energy and natural
resources.

e Provide employees with regular training, guidance and resources covering EHS issues to
ensure continued compliance across the Company’s business.

e Encourage employees to identify and correct EHS issues, participate in Company EHS
initiatives and share innovative ideas in furtherance of the Company’s EHS commitment.

e Regularly communicate the Company’s EHS strategies and progress.

e Aim to work with contractors, suppliers and other business partners that share a similar
commitment to EHS matters.
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
